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ACIJLP Calls upon the Government of Chad to Arrest ""Al-Bashir™ and Hand
Him Over to the International Criminal Court

"The Arab Center for Independence of Judiciary and Legal Profession™ calls
upon The government of Chad to cooperate with the International Criminal Court - as
a State Party to the Rome Statute - and arrest the wanted Sudanese President "*Omar
Al-Bashir™ currently exist on its territories as one of the representatives of the Sahel
and Saharan States, to attend a summit in the Chadian capital "N'djamena"” starting
today, Thursday, June 22", 2010, according to two arrests warrants issued in March
2009 and in June 2010 by the International Criminal Court for crimes against
humanity and genocide.

Moreover, ACIJLP appeals to "the Chadian authorities” - as a State party to the
"International Criminal Court™, to cooperate with the court as such and respect its
resolutions and commitments to this effect and seize the opportunity of having Al-
Bashir on its land as a suspected person wanted by the International Criminal Court.
The Current Regime of Chad is obligated under its international undertakings and
like any of the States Parties to the Court to bear the responsibility to arrest suspects
who are wanted by the court when passing through their territories.

As Chad signed the ""Charter of Rome™ and ratified it, it is therefore obligated to
arrest Al-Bashir upon entry into its soil at any time and any circumstance and there is
no justification whatsoever no to arrest him and hand him over to the court.

ACIJLP believes that there is an imperative and a legal responsibility rests with the
Chadian authorities at this critical stage experienced the victims of war everywhere -
particularly the tragedy growing in the troubled Darfur region, and therefore, the
cooperation of Chad is required in this circumstance and helps to strengthen and
consolidate the values of justice and reduce impunity of perpetrators of heinous
crimes that worry the international community, in addition such a move would
promote human rights and spread security, peace and stability around the world.
